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FU N DI N GROVIDED TO RESCUES AND SHELTERS
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Einstein, an eleveryearold Golden
Retriever, is one of the beneficiaries of a
Grey Muzzle grant to Golden Retriever
Rescue of North Texas (GRRNT). Einstein
was turned in to a city shelter when his
family moved to a second floor apartment
and it became impossible for him to climb

City used their Grey Muzzle
funding to pay for medical care
for Chloe, a 10 year old
Pomeranian. Chloe had been
abandoned, and she was
emaciated, hadkennel cough,
alopecia (hair loss), decaying
teeth, and mammary tumors.

Clearly she had been a victim of severe neglect and malnutrition, and
when found, she walked in circles as if kept in a cage her whole life.
After several weeks at the vet's office, Chloe went to live a foster

home. She was so frightened that no one could approach her, and Posh
Pets believed her road to rehabilitation would be a long one. Amazingly,
once surrounded by love and healthy living, Chloe did a 100 percent turn
around in just a few weeks, becoming more confident with people as well
as gaining health.

Chloe was adopted in October 2008 after shining as the life of the party
at a 300-person benefit. The resilience of old dogs always amazes us and
